Title of Lesson: Organizing Spelling Words with Double Consonants

Grade: Third

INSTRUCTIONAL OBJECTIVES/STUDENT OUTCOMES:

RATIONALE:  

This lesson is designed to cause students to think critically through organization of spelling words.

ESSENTIAL QUESTION:  

How does organization help us to have a better understanding of spelling words?
MANAGEMENT FRAMEWORK:

30 Minute Lesson : Class divided into groups.  Students may remain in original seats.

PROCEDURES:
Introduction: Discuss the relationships between the spelling words.  Explain that the class will be grouped to organize the words.  Show the example web and Kidspiration tree. (See Attach Example Web and Kidspiration.)

Part I:

Students remain in regular seats for group activity.

Each group 1-4 receives handouts.  (See Attach Chart.)

Explain how to complete charts.  (See Attach Discussion Outline.)

Observe as students complete handouts. (See Student Samples 1 and 2.)

$ Students create webs on poster paper. (See Student Samples 3 and 4.)

Part II:

Class gathers at a computer.

Teacher demonstrates use of Kidspiration to make tree.

Students take turns, as the rest of class observes.

When time expires, students return to regular seats.

Closure:

Students reflect on how the activity went.

Ask students what were the good qualities of the lesson and what improvements could be made to the lesson.
