	Layout

	Web is thoughtful and sticks to the main idea. Shows that you can persuade an audience based upon the 5 W’s and H.
	Web is thoughtful, but lacks persuasion. The web does not answer all 5 W’s and H. 
	The web is disorganized and shows incomplete thoughts. Little or none of the 5 W’s and H are answered.
